Talk around the CORSA Chapters forum							       By Gary Moore

	 A few months back a new forum, CORSA Chapters, was started by some of the CORSA board members to try to keep the chapters and 
members informed. The forum also conducts polls to help the board stay informed about local chapters. Board members were given a chance to 
write an article for chapter newsletters. So far only one board member has taken advantage of this opportunity.
	 Currently the forum is discussing a subject that has been popular since CORSA was formed, money. With membership falling, efforts 
to keep expenditures to a minimum have not been enough to make up for the falling revenue. 
	 One purposed answer to this problem is to force local chapters to not allow non-CORSA members. The feeling of those pushing for 
this approach is that non-CORSA members reap the benefits, such as insurance coverage for club activities, without helping to pay the bill. This 
approach does not have much support from chapters that are not already 100% CORSA. Saying that many local members would quit rather than 
join CORSA. 

Another approach that seems to be well supported is that of a broadening the membership base using a tiered membership. The cheapest 
membership would be for those who do not wish to receive a Communiqué magazine and never plan to attend a national event. Their CORSA 
dues would help pay for insurance coverage during local events such as meetings, car displays and socials. The next tier would receive an electronic 
Communiqué by email. Remember that an electronic Communiqué still has publishing cost; the savings in postage and materials will not be 
enough to off set the current loses. The top tier, as purposed, will include a mailed copy of the Communiqué. Other suggestions were to make the 
paper Communiqué quarterly with updates either emailed or in chapter newsletters in between. 

As mandated by our bylaws HACOA is a 100% membership chapter. Our membership has risen lately. Even so our membership would 
benefit from a tiered system in these tight economical times.
