UNDER THIS ARTICLE IN THE BY-LAWS OF VEGAS VAIRS,NC. :

Arficle IX: Amendments

These By-Laws may be amended using the following procedure: The proposed changes must

--be presented, in writing, to the VEGAS VAIRS Officers and a motion to present the changes
to the general membership must be passed by a majority of the Board. Then a motion te accept
the propesed changes must be passed by two-thirds of those members present at any general
membership meeting, or two-thirds of members voting by mail ballot, providing written
notification of proposed amendments has been published in the VEGAS VAIRS VISION monthly
newsletter at least thirty days before the ballot or the general membership meeting.

AMENDMENT TO THE FOLLOWING SECTION IS PROPOSED :

Section 1: Number of Officers

VEGAS VAIRS will be governed by a. minimum of four officers including: President,
Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. The selection of those officers will be determined
by a. majority vote after a request for nominations and/or volunteers is made in the business
meeting held in the month prior to elections. These Officers will then be known of as
- The Board of Directors of VEGAS VAIRS, .

PROPOSED AMENDMENT:

VEGAS VAIRS will be governed by a minimum of four dficers including: President, Vice-President, Secitary,
Treasurer and one member at large. These officersd one member at large will then be known as The Bad of
Directors of VEGAS VAIRS, INC. The selection of thee officers and the member at large will be determid by a
majority vote after the nomination process is commted. That nomination process will include a commiee comprised of
the President and two members in good standing whaill be appointed by the President a minimum of twamonths
before the voting takes place but no later then thBecember regular club meeting . The committee wWipresent the
candidates in the January meeting. Any additionatandidates nominated and accepted by the nomineercthen be
made. The nominations will be reported in the Fehrary newsletter and voted on at the Annual Businedgleeting
conducted at the February club meeting. Those elead to the positions will take office at the next rgular club activity or
meeting.
