When:  April 28th, 29th and 30th,   2000  (Friday, Saturday, and Sunday)

Where:  DoubleTree Hotel, Springfield, OR.  The DoubleTree is conveniently located just off I-5 at exit 195A (see map).  You need to make your own room reservations.  For reservations, call (541) 726-8181 and tell them you'll be attending the Corvair Econorun.  Our group rate is $69 (single or double) per night (plus tax).  The hotel website is: www.doubletreeeugene.com.

Mileage Competition:  The mileage competition is the core event and is run on the honor system.  Please remember to turn in the attached Mileage Form.   For the final fill-up, there are three service stations in the immediate area:  Chevron, Arco, and BP (see map).  You need to travel at least 100 miles to qualify.  Awards will be presented in seven categories:  Automatic Trans, Forward Control, Manual Trans (80-110HP), Manual Trans (140HP), Turbo​charged, Corvair Water-Pumpers, and Brand X.
