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Fantastic Year for Corvairs Northwest Events - Participate! 
As you can see from the calendar on the previous page there are many events planned for the greater northwest Corvair 
community in the next three months. Already his year, the larger, regional NW Econorun and Thomas/Hinton Motors events 
have come and gone with pretty good attendance. In August and September the larger events will be the Discontinued and 
Orphan Car show (WA), Corvairitis Treatment day (BC) and the Boise Roundup (ID). Please strongly consider attending at 
least one of these regional Corvair activities.   
 
There are also a number of smaller, more local events hosted by CNW that merit your attendance: Alignment School, Sloo-
Drags, CNW Swap Meet and Carb Troubleshooting. The two technical sessions are new to the CNW calendar; the other 
two are returning events. Earlier this year we had the Corsanostra, a CNW session at Griot’s Garage and visited Vashon 
Island, the last two new to the CNW calendar this year. I participated in all three of these events and can confirm that they 
were lightly attended. 
 
Which brings me to a question, one that the board of directors revisits on a regular basis: Why does CNW, a club that cur-
rently has about 90 members, routinely generate participation numbers in the range of 7-12 members at our events?

My observation is that the response to the new events has been mixed at 
best. But we will continue to try new stuff to find out what the membership seems to like. We will ask for your opinions at the 
regular meetings. You can always offer suggestions to any member of the board at any time, our contact info is in every 
issue of the Vair-iety.
