This was my first time attending the Great Western Fan Belt Toss in Palm Springs, California.  As a matter of fact, it 
was first time in Palm Springs for any reason.  This annual gathering has been going on some 30 years now and 
from what I could see, it is likely to continue for some time to come.  The actual event is pretty low key, starting with 
swap meet set-up on Friday afternoon and wrapping up with a dinner on Saturday night.  I arrived in LA at noon on 
Friday and rented a car for the two hour drive to Palm Springs. 

One of the first signs that you are approaching Palm Springs is the pres-
ence of large wind farms along the highway.  These aren't like what you 
see between Ellensburg and Vantage.  There are literally hundreds of wind 
generators where the surrounding hills come down from either side and 
form a narrow venturi that apparently provides a steady source of wind.  I 
noticed some of the hotels advertised themselves as being "away from the 
wind", so I guess Palm Springs in normally a windy spot.  In any case, I 
have never seen so many wind generators before. 

Despite the prospect of wind, Palm Springs was warm and calm when I arrived Friday afternoon.  The event was in 
a city park with a large fenced- in grass area for the swap meet and an 
adjoining parking lot that handled the show and shine.  When I arrived, 
things were pretty slow and only a few stalls were getting set-up.  I was 
pleased to find my buddy John Barnes and I quickly sighted Roland and 
Yvonne.  I sold the only thing I brought in my suit case within the first hour 
and found myself actually a little bored. John solved that problem by intro-
ducing me to Bill Harris, who needed a ride to the local UHaul to pick up 
his "motel", apparently Bill does this at every swap meet. He rents a UHaul 
panel van for $19.95 and then spends the night in it! By the time I got 
back from that outing it was dinner time, so I headed into town and had a nice 
meal before heading to my hotel.
