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The Exile Project, an original Seattle, musical theater production, told an entertaining and 
engaging story of one man's efforts to build a life after prison. By blending original music, 
dance and dialogue, this gem of love looked at the cost, to us all, of our collective failure to 
forgive and examined one of this country's fastest growing private, for-profit industries:  
human imprisonment. 
 
MaryLou and I had the pleasure of attending this unique musical production that was co-written,  
choreographed and co-directed by CNW member and “renowned dancer, choreographer and  
producer” Holly Eckert. Holly was also a principal performer on stage. This production is Holly’s (at 
least) eighth project in which she continues to pursue her goal of exploring “substantive subject matter 
through the medium of movement.”  Holly has undertaken other original productions dealing with the 
history of the body, new physics, the nature of time and the meaning of illness.  
 
Big budget theater can be entertaining but theater on-the-edge, such as The Exile Project, is always a 
more engaging and thought provoking experience for the audience.  Holly’s husband, Jonathon 
Knapp, put it well when he said, “In order for our general culture to be vibrant, the performing arts 
must thrive outside of the sheltered world of our institutions of learning and away from the rarified 
world of Hollywood and Broadway. There needs to be a viable middle ground. The Exile Project  
inhabits this space.”  Indeed. 
 
It’s the creative energy and inspired talent of artists such as Holly and her collaborators on The Exile  
Project that push theater into uncharted territory. When the theater company  takes the audience on 
such a journey the rewards are significant for everyone present in the theater. Thanks to Holly for  
having the vision and persistence to bring this project to fruition and to Jonathon for alerting us in  
CNW to the performance dates. We would have missed this performance without his email.

This past weekend Sumner’s Sunset Chevrolet played 
host to the Corvairs Northwest Spring Tune-Up Day and 
Pot Luck, opening up the dealership’s service bay to own-
ers and fans of the collector economy car. Produced by 
General Motors from 1960 to 1969, the Corvair was one of 
the first compact cars built by an American automaker and 
featured rear mounted air-cooled engine. “It’s an afford-
able classic,” Jerry Yoder, Sunset Chevrolet owner who 
also owns two Corvairs himself, said. Yoder added that 
one of his Corvairs, a 1961 Rampside pick-up model, was 
awarded Best of Show, among other awards, at a recent 
car show that featured 1955, 1956 and 1957 Chevys. 
“Even though it’s not those years, you can still bring it if it’s  
a Chevy,” he said. “And people just loved the Rampside. It 
beat several ‘55, ‘56 and ‘57 Chevys. People just love 
these cars.” Yvonne and Roland Martin were on hand with 

their 1962 Corvair, which Yvonne drives every day. “I just love this car,” she said. “When I was in 
Fargo (N.D.) recently I rented a car. And I was disappointed that no one waved or honked at me, 
like they do when I drive the Corvair. I missed the attention.” For Lauren Burton, the draw of the  
Corvair was the chance to own an affordable convertible. “It’s just a fun car to own,” she said of her 
1963 Corvair, which she bought from the original owners.

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CNW Treasurer’s Report

Club members Jim Acker and Bill Chellis will be leading a caravan to the 2008 National Convention in Ventura California.  While the 
final details for hotels are still being finalized, here is an update on what is definite.   
  
Originally, we had planned to cover the 1100 mile trip in three days, Saturday through Monday: traveling 400 miles per day the first 
two days and 350 miles the last day down the coast on highway 1 (Pacific Coast Highway) to Ventura.

Do You Remember? John Bolender Does!  
In the ‘70’s CNW (then Corsa NW) had a unique member, Norm Welch, who had a 
huge wheat farm near Connell, Washington. Norm had collected (inside and out-
side several buildings) about 140 Corvairs without counting fractions. The best ex-
amples were stored inside (that’s an-
other story). Each fall, in response to 
his invitation, 8 or 10 CNW families 
would caravan over there to camp at 
the farm and participate in the Satur-
day Connell Harvest Parade. Norm 
would provide several nice converti-
bles for the Festival Princesses. We 
would supplement with pretty good 
examples of early, late, station wag-
ons, FC’s, and sometimes an Ultra 
Van worked in with the local bands and marching units. The Bolender Scamper 
Camper had a hinged roof so the kids could ride on top. Then after the big evening 
meal we would raid his collection for rarities such as rear lenses, carbs, etc. He 
never would let me pay for pickup ramp latches. Sunday we would trek back over 
the mountains with our treasures, invariably leaving the Welch family with a wiped 
out septic system.
