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Axle lubricant leakage into the transmission on subject vehicles
may be due to a faulty or worn axle front pinion shaft seal.

In cases where a leakage problem is encountered on 1962 Power-
glide axles, the existing single lip seal (Page 6C4, Item 4 -
1961 Corvair Shop Manual) may be replaced with Part No. 3813621
double lip seal. On 1960-61 Powerglide axles, the existing Part
No. 6256074 single lip seal should be installed with the lip
pointed toward the axle as shown on Page 2 of this Bulletin.

Beginning with October 2, 1962 production, all 1963 Corvair Power-
glide axles incorporated the new double lip seal with the sealing
lip having the garter spring installed toward the axle, to correct
lubricant leakage into the transmission.
