At about 9:30 a.m. on Saturday 
October 1, fourteen WPCC members, 
driving five Corvairs and one modern 
iron, left the Krispy Kreme in 
Cranberry and drove up Route 19 to 
Rachel’s Roadhouse for a delicious 
lunch. The restaurant is located a few 
miles south of I-80 and for anyone 
traveling in that area, this is definitely 
a place to bookmark.
